The Long Night of Research: FACC celebrates saving six billion gallons of jet fuel

At the same time, guests were able to share in a very special milestone in “green flying”.
6 billion gallons of jet fuel saved
“The Long Night of Research was the ideal occasion to celebrate this milestone in the history of sustainable air travel,” says FACC’s COO Robert Machtlinger. The milestone was signaled by the “fuel savings counter” when it passed the six billion mark on April 12. This counter – to be found at www.aviationpartnersboeing.com – records in real time how many gallons of jet fuel can be saved thanks to state-of-the-art technology. “We are not responsible for every innovation in the aviation industry, of course, but a substantial share of these six billion gallons is certainly down to us,” explains Machtlinger. This is because the savings are attributable to Blended and Split Scimitar Winglets, which have been developed and produced by FACC for various types of aircraft from Boeing and Dassault. Aviation Partners Boeing expects the next milestone, the 10 billion gallon mark, to be passed in 2019. The technologies that make such significant savings possible with relatively minor adaptations to aircraft took center stage at the Long Night of Research.
Guided tours through production and innovation 
Naturally, the interest of the many guests was focused on the products from FACC. Every company department provided exhibits for the event, while specialists from the FACC Crew passed on their knowledge in the form of guided tours. Highlights from FACC’s three divisions were presented at several stations. From the aircraft fuselage and wings to engine components and the passenger cabin, there were plenty of exhibits for the visitors to admire. The staff explained how new technologies came into being and how these lead to new standards in the aviation industry. Children were introduced to the company’s work in a playful way and allowed to demonstrate their skill as “tomorrow’s researchers”. A flight simulation that impressively presented visitors with the perspective of a Red Bull Air Race pilot was also very popularity.
